Also known as Intimate Partner/Domestic Violence Risk Assessment
Based on SB117, the Utah IPV risk assessment program began implementation in April 2023. The LAP assessment consists of 11 questions asked to the victim by the responding officer. Based on the victim’s responses to the screening questions, law enforcement can better identify whether the victim is at high risk of being killed by an intimate partner. In identifying victims that are more likely to be in mortal danger, first responders can connect these victims with community services to address the violence in their lives.

HLAP= High Lethality Assessment 
LLAP= Low Lethality Assessment

HLAP Qualifiers:
· Yes to ANY of the first 3 questions on LAP= HLAP
· Yes to 4 or more on questions 4-11=HLAP
· Question 12 is officers intuition of situation. S/He can choose to make it a HLAP even if it doesn’t qualify above.
